Quintus

Quintus ble etablert som profesjonelt ensemble i 1994. Gruppa startet som en tradisjonell
messingkvintett og spilte musikk fra det klassiske repertoaret. Siden den gang er trommesett
blitt lagt til da gruppa begynte & spille egenarrangert rytmisk musikk, farst og fremst basert
pé folkemusikk fra inn - og utland.

Musikalsk oppfinnsomhet er Quintus sitt sserpreg, og gruppa kjennetegnes gjennom gleden og
entusiasmen de kommuniserer til sitt publikum. Quintus er hele veien pé seken etter & utvide
sin musikalske horisont.

Joik

Joik er en gammel samisk form for sang, og er karakteristisk for den samiske musikktradisjonen.
Joiker kan vaere dedikert til dyr og fugler i naturen, til spesielle personer, eller spesielle
anledninger. De kan veere glade, triste eller melankolske. En joik er ikke en sang i seg selv, men
joikeren forsgker & formidle essensen av noe. Denne sangformen er hgyst personlig, og rerer
ved den samiske spiritismen. Kristne misjoneerer og prester mente joik var “Djevelens sang”. |
de senere ar er det blitt vanlig at joiken akkompagneres av musikalske instrumenter.

| 2005 startet Quintus samarbeidet med den samiske musikeren Frode Fjellheim. Siden den
gang har vi samarbeidet ved flere ulike anledninger.

Quintus

Quintus was founded as a professional ensemble in 1994, starting out as a traditional brass
quintet playing music from the classical repertoire. Since then drums has been added, as the
band moved on to playing rhythmical music using their own arrangements, primarily based on
folk music from all over the world.

Quintus is distinguished by their imagination and the joy and enthusiasm they communicate to
their audience. Quintus is constantly seeking to broaden their musical horizons. By collaborat-
ing with various artists representing different musical styles, Quintus continues to engage and
develop new and exciting artistic concepts.

Joik

A characteristic feature of Sami musical tradition is the singing of joik. Joiks can be dedicated
to animals and birds in nature, to special people or special occasions. They can be joyous, sad
or melancholic. A joik is not a song about a person or place, but an attempt of the “joiker”

to sing the essence of the subject. This form of song is higly personal and touches upon the
subject of Sami spirituality. Christian missionaries and priests regarded these as “songs of the
Devil”. In recent years, musical instruments frequently accompany joiks.

e began digging into the music of the Sami people after having met the Sami musician and
composer Frode Fjellheim for a joint project in 2005. Since then we have collaborated on
various occasions. The fruitful first meeting resulted in us implementing arrangements of tra-
ditional Sami music to our standard repertoire. This is the source of inspiration for the music
presented to you on this cd.
